Creating 1.5 Million Butterflies for 
Remembrance and Hope

Inspired by the documentary “Paper Clips” 
and the poem “The Butterfly”, written by a 
child, Pavel Friedmann, during the Holocaust, a 
group of parents and staff of San Diego Jewish 
Academy (SDJA) has initiated a special project as 
a Holocaust remembrance.  This project,Zikaron
V’ Tikvah (Remembrance and Hope), was created 
to memorialize those children who lost their lives 
in the Holocaust, to honor the survivors and to 
display, in one location, handmade butterflies from 
around the world as a symbol of renewed life.

Using the butterfly as a symbol of transformation, 
hope, faith and religious freedom, people around 
the world are being asked to create ceramic 
butterflies.*  It is our hope that, over time, at least 
1.5 million butterflies symbolizing the children 
who perished in the Holocaust, will adorn the 
walls of SDJA as we make the commitment to 
remember the past, act responsibly in the present, 
and create a more peaceful future.

In order to achieve this vision and ambitious goal, 
SDJA would love to have your participation.  
Please join in setting these butterflies free as 
a lesson, not just for ourselves, but for the 
generations to follow.
